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Signs and Symptoms of an Opiate Overdose

- Loss of consciousness

- Unresponsive to outside stimulus

- Body is very limp

- Face is very pale or clammy

- Fingernails and lips turn blue or purplish black

- For lighter skinned people, the skin tone turns bluish purple, for darker skinned
people, it turns grayish or ashen.

- Breathing is very slow and shallow, erratic, or has stopped

- Pulse (heartbeat) is slow, erratic, or not there at all

- Choking sounds, or a snore-like gurgling noise
(sometimes called the “death rattle”)

- Vomiting

breathing  snoring or can't be turning
slow gurgling woken up blue

How to Respond

- Call 911, An Overdose isa Medical Emergency
- Administer Narcan, if you have it
- Perform Rescue Breathing 1 breathe every 5 seconds

Overdose Recovery Position

1. tilt head back, lift chin to open airway

2. tum to one side, place hand against chin J

5. call emergency and wait till it arrives
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Alcohol Poisoning Signs and Symptoms

« Confusion

« Vomiting

« Seizures

« Slow breathing (less than eight breaths a minute)

« Irregular breathing (a gap of more than 10 seconds between breaths)
« Blue-tinged skin or pale skin

« Low body temperature (hypothermia)

. Passing out (unconsciousness) and can't be awakened

Alcohol Poisoning is an Emergency

. Call9l11

. Be prepared to provide information.

. Don't leave an unconscious person alone.
« Help a person who is vomiting.

Stimulant Overdose

e Extreme agitation or anxiety
e Foaming at the mouth

e Extreme Paranoia

e Hallucinations/Delusions

e Very rapid heartbeat, pulse

e Elevated body temperature

e Quick shallow breathing

e Chocking or gurgling sounds
e Chest pain, pressure

e Teeth grinding

e Throwing up

e Suddenly collapsing or passing out
e Seizure/Convulsions/Tremors
e Heart attack

e Stroke

e Insomnia
